READING RECOMMENDATIONS
This month, we are recommending some of our World Book Day books...

READING DIARY
REMINDERS

All JS children are to read at
home a minimum of 3 times a
week to practise their developing
reading skills.
Children can read a couple of
pages, a chapter or the whole
book. As long as they are reading
regularly, there is no expectation
on how much they read.
Adults should write a written
comment in the diary to reflect on
their child’s reading - there are
prompts in the reading diaries to
support you with this.
Children will have the opportunity
to change their reading book
twice a week if they have finished
their book or are not enjoying it.
Re-reading books is good! It helps
children read more fluently and
develop their understanding more.
